SOUTH EASTERN ENDURO COMBINE

RULES 2007.

1

Combine Structure.

1.1
The Combine shall be known as The South Eastern Enduro Combine.

1.2  The Combine object shall be to organise Enduro’s in accordance with the National Sporting Code, and Enduro Regulations of the Auto Cycle Union.

1.3  Membership of the Combine shall be open to clubs affiliated to the South Eastern Centre ACU.

1.4  Officers and Committee, must be members of constituent clubs of the Combine.

Non Combine club members may be co-opted to the committee.

All clubs in the Combine are entitled to two votes at committee meetings. The committee will meet at least six times a year, dates and venue to be decided.

1.5 At committee meetings, five clubs will form a quorum.

1.6
Applications for membership, shall be addressed to the Combine Secretary, and will entitle clubs to attend the following committee meeting, at which their application, will be submitted for approval, by the delegates, 

on receipt of a proposal, and seconded by a member club.

1.7
Member clubs shall undertake to subscribe a sum, decided at the Annual General Meeting, towards the expenses of the Combine. Subscriptions are due on the 1st January, and must be paid by the AGM. Clubs failing to comply with this rule will cease to be members subject to the agreement of a General Meeting.

1.8 In the event of the Combine being dissolved, any liabilities or assets, shall be distributed in equal shares to the member clubs, unless the Combine in General Meeting declares otherwise.

1.9 Rules may only be Added or Amended at AGM, or Extra  General Meeting, after member clubs have been given advance notice, in writing. “One calendar month”. Must include the proposed wording of the addition, or amendment 

2
ENDURO ORGANISATION

2.1 Each organising club will be required to circulate regulations in sufficient numbers to all member clubs, and will publish these regulations in the Sporting Motorcyclist, for Combine Championship round events.

2.2 Combine events will have a Combine Steward, who will present a report of the event to the Committee.

2.3 If entries are to be restricted, each Combine club is to be reserved, five entries for seven days, from the opening date.

“Centre Rule, opening date will be the 4th of the Month in which the event is published in The Sporting Motorcyclist.”

2.4 Clubs do not accept entries from their own members, unless there are vacant places on the official closing date. See Rule 4.4, except those that join the club for that event.

2.5 Competitors must sign on at all Combine events, before attending Technical Control. (Scrutineering)

2.6 No enduro shall be allowed to start without an Ambulance being present. Two Ambulances, (one four-wheel drive) should be booked. In the event of an ambulance having to leave the site, at least one of the trained personnel from the ambulance crew must stay on site, with some essential equipment Also a vehicle, clearly marked as a first aid vehicle, and able to take a stretcher must be made available. Should this not be possible. The event must be stopped.

2.7 It is recommended that two-way radios be used.

2.8 It is recommended that stage numbers be used in course marking.

2.9 Trophies for individual events, to be provided, by the organising club. Awards for each Championship class: Premier. Gold next 10%. Silver next 10%. Bronze next 10%.

2.10 Championship Classes: Championship, Expert, Clubman, Over 40’s

2.11 Awards are to be distributed within six months of the event. Any Club wishing to present their awards, at a special event may apply to the Combine Committee for special dispensation.

2.12 Two Special Tests, are to be scheduled for all championship classes at each enduro.The same test course, or two test courses may be used.

2.13.The fast schedule(s) are to be no longer than 30minutes in duration, on shorter courses, and as close as possible to this time on longer course.

RIDER STATUS

3.1 Combine events will cater for the following classes.

       Championship, Expert, Clubman, Over 40’s Sportsman. Eligibility for classes is subject to the discretion of the Secretary of the Meeting, within these rules.

3.2 Clubmen will be upgraded to Expert, and Expert to Championship, at the start of the following season, after scoring nine grading points, in any one season. Scoring is three points for premier, two for Gold, and one for Silver. The winner of the Combine Clubman Championship will automatically be upgraded to Expert, irrespective of grading points scored. The winner of the Combine Expert Championship will automatically be upgraded to Championship, irrespective of grading points scored.

3.3 Riders on the National Enduro Grading List as championship, or Moto Cross Grading are automatically Combine Championship class

3.4 Any Combine Expert or Championship class rider may apply to the Combine Committee for down grading to the next lower class if they score less than three points (using the scoring method described in rule 3.2) over a period of two years. 

3.5 The Sportsman Class is for the newcomer, and others who feel they would not be competitive as Clubman. There will be no awards for the class, except at the discretion of  the organising club. No Championship for the class, but full result details must be published.

3.6 Eligibility to the Sportsman Class will be at the discretion of the Combine Committee.

4
COMBINE CHAMPIONSHIP 

4.1 The Combine will run a Championship for Clubs, and Championship, Expert,  Clubman, and Over40’s 

4.2 Each rider must nominate his/her club at their first event.. They will not score points, in the clubs nominated event. The first Combine Club for which they ride will be deemed to be the nominated club. A rider may score points towards the Championship title in the full number of rounds, less a round organised by their club. Those riders who are members of a club that do not organise an event, will be penalised an average of their accumulated score thus:

(A) Total accumulated score to be divided by the number of events in which they compete.

(B) The resulting figure will be deducted from the accumulated score.

(C) The result of this calculation will become their Championship total down to one for 15th place. Riders in a club not affiliated to the Combine, are ignored in calculating finishing position for points.


4.3  When all rounds are complete, any ties on points will be resolved by the most 20’s, then the most 17’s, and so on. Points are awarded at each Combine Championship round thus: Class winner - 20, second - 17, third –15, fourth -13, fifth - 11, sixth –10, down to one point 15th place.

4.4  If a Combine round should be incorporated into a Centre Restricted Enduro, entries are to be reserved for seven days, for contenders eligible for Combine Championship points.

4.5 Approved, Championship Trophies, will be provided by the Combine.

4.6 The Points scored by the top Five, finishers per club, per class, per event, will count towards the Club Championship.

5
ENDURO MACHINES.

5.1 Machines must be fitted with wired in working lights. They must be fitted with an exhaust that complies with Enduro Standing regulations.

5.2 Tyres. Front tyre tread pattern optional, for all classes. Rear tyres, must be Road Legal Trial, Trail, or Enduro Tyres with a tread depth not exceeding 13mm.

5.3 Riders Numbers 

Championship. Red plates front & side with White Numbers

Expert. Green plates front & sides  White Numbers.

Clubman & Over 40’s  Yellow plates front & sides Black Numbers

Sportsman. Black plate front and sides  White Numbers.
