MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON TUESDAY 12th May 2009.

Meeting opened at 8.40pm at Tattenham Corner Public House Epsom, near racecourse.

CHAIRMAN. 8.35pm Jonathan Adams, opened the meeting Thanking the members for attending

MINUTES. Minutes of April meeting previously circulated were agreed and signed.

MATTER ARISING  Ray Kennard raised the mater of the RAF joining the Enduro Combine. He had circulated the fact that The RAF joining the South Eastern Centre due to some administration delay, resulted in some of their riders entering and riding in enduro’s prior to joining the ACU. The Enduro Combine Meeting agreed that the rule should be overruled. I tis accepted that that RAF riders were members at the start of the season and their riders rode the first event legally.  


TREASURERS REPORT. Peter reported that balance at bank May 2009 £4276.00. He had paid in £150.00, he had received back 25-Day Lic from Kingston, and he had issued 30-Day Lic to Croydon.

There has been a change of treasurer at Witley Club   

P.R.O.REPORT Alan reported that all entries he had received had been entered bon the Combine web site. Clubs should remind their members to go to the site for the latest information of events and riders lists.

LAND MARC.  Alan, not present. James Brown had visited Oliver James making enquiries about getting permission to use other land. James raised the matter of the overuse of Bagshot Heath Being used for Trials, Enduro, Hare & Hounds also use by the REME riders. A local spokes person, re the constant use of this area, had approached James. The local residents were thinking of getting up a petition to present to the Army re this matter. The Combine Committee agreed that this was a serious matter. It was decided that the Combine should seek assistance in this matter that use by clubs from any centre should be through Alan Dudley to try and prevent over use of one area of land. James said that he would liase with Alan to set up a meting with Oliver James and the local army commander re the use of other land and restricting over use of other sites   

FOREST LIAISON. There had been no correspondence with Forestry during the month

Ray Kennard reported that he heard that planning permission was being sort for erecting chalets on the land, and if this would effect the use of this area for enduros.   
CORESPONDENCE.  Ian Judkins wrote re his entry in the Surrey Police enduro. He had been shown as premier Clubman  this had then been changed and another rider was shown in this position.

James Brown replied that the other rider had entered the event as an expert and this was as it was shown in programme. At some time the rider had phoned to say that he wished to be down graded , this had been overlooked and no alteration was made. 

The committee discussed this and decided that the rider would remain as shown on the entry form (Expert) Ian Judkins premier clubman. The committee stated that it was acceptable for riders to promote their class, but not to lower them without committee permission. It was Important that riders enter the correct class

Championship (old Expert)   Expert (old clubman A)  Clubman (old clubman B) other classes as before.

Reply to letter 14th March  to Gary Thompson. This had been passed to Alan Kind his message was that local enquiries should be tried to contact all parties and to arrange personal meetings if at all possible to elicit what are the actual problems, which may be satisfied to mutual satisfaction. Chairman agreed that the matter should be kept local and liaison with Phil Boreham, Alan Dudley, and James Brown on the matter.

 Correspondence re Electronic Timing

Alan Woods had written to John Webster re the use of the equipment at their event. 

There had been question re the wristbands riding up the arm, this was prevented if the band was put on the outside of the sleeve.

The problem of not getting registered on the equipment was due to rider not presenting the transponder to the reader correctly.

Rider, to present wrist with devises to the reader and hear the acceptance signal, not just wave arm about in haphazard manner near the reader. 

ANY OTHER BUSINES the matter of rider attending enduro’s without having the correct colour plates affixed to their machines.

The Committee decided that there would be a penalty of 60 points for riders presenting their machine with the wrong colour plates

Enduro rules require that machines must be fitted with working lights. The Committee will report back next month with recommendations as penalties for not complying

Tyres must be Road legal enduro tyres with tread depth of 13mm maximum

CLUB REPORTS.  Croydon, Carshalton Normandy Surrey Police Nothing to report Kingston result re Mr Ely to stand. Streatham regs in TSM also emailed to clubs.
