Unfortunately despite communication from club reps and changes being documented in TSM and SEEC web site, some riders complained they were not aware, and entered under the wrong classification. One year on it is hoped this will not be a problem for the following season.

2009 also saw the commitment of the SEEC into a timing system, which had been developed by John Webster. Which will assist the administration and operation of events, and will introduced during the 2010 season.

Unfortunately Land continues to be a problem in the territory, with advice from Land Marc regarding the availability of venues, that are withdrawn prior to the event, and the Forestry Commission banning further motorcycle use at Tilgate. SEEC representatives hope to improve communication with each land organisation, to try to overcome these problems, further assistance and support from ACU central office has also been sought.

In 2009 SEEC welcomed new members from London Fire Brigade and look forward to developing enquiries from REME.

2009 also saw the first few rounds of a H&H championship, with more events planned for a fuller Championship in 2010. A full Enduro event calendar is planned and published and we look forward to another successful year.

Long Valley, Hungry Hill these sites will be restricted. The appears to be a lot of consideration given to other groups who have objections to its use for motorcycle events. Land Marc an agency seem quite helpful, the army officers who have to approve events appear to be anti motorcycle use of the land.

Four Hare & Hounds events have been booked so far this year.

FLO Dates for the use of Forestry land and the organising clubs, were submitted in June 2009 to comply with the six months notice. Reply was that dates, will be confirmed with the clubs, also Tilgate would not be available for motorcycle events. In July I enquired if there were any other sites suitable for Carshalton to run an enduro where it will not interfere with forestry work or nesting birds I repeated this again early December and phoned in January with same request to date there has been no reply.

Jon (chairman) wrote to Dave Willoughby at ACU Rugby as he was the person who had drawn up the agreement with the Forestry Commission, asking if he would contact the Head Quarters to try and get better co-operation with local forestry offices still awaits reply.
