LAND MARC.  Alan Dudley reported that there had been further developments with regard to Bagshot. Heath. It is now proposed that a definite track be laid out. Electronic Timing.  Jon had submitted the request to Roger Brown for the centre to approve a loan to complete the purchase of the Electronic Timing Equipment. Roger had asked Jon to attend a meeting with Centre on 2nd Monday in May.

Colin had constructed a frame work system that will be erected at the start, where the transponder readers will be situated. This was preceded by a blue tape area slowing riders down before their approach to the timing units This system would be at every enduro and riders would become familiar with the system. Unlike previous where by clubs had their own set up which was different at each event. The system had worked correctly in all the events where it had been used and it was thought that same set up at each event would convince the few doubters of the system.

The Committee decided that transponders will be issued by the clubs this year as a learning period. From 2011 riders would be require to purchase from the combine the wrist transponders which would be presented by them at signing on. 

The committee wished that all clubs will run electronic timing only for their events to enable riders to become familiar with the system
