LAND MARC.  Alan Dudley reported that the use of Bagshot WD Land had been withdrawn for the foreseeable future. It is believed that a permanent track will be laid out which would be used by clubs holding events on the land, clubs would be responsible to maintain the track in good condition awaits further information.

LFB event has been cancelled due to permission to use Bagshot they have been offered Hungry Hill as an alternative, this site is very small area and not suitable to hold an Enduro LFB were looking to try and find alternative land.  

FOREST LIAISON. Carshalton were refused permission to use Tilgate forest when applications submitted last year. Arthur wrote to Forestry Rep asking if Forestry could suggest any alternative land for their June Enduro. After repeat enquiry Forestry offered Blackwood Forest and  Warren Heath. It was thought that Carshalton would not have enough manpower to set out and run an event at Warren Heath so asked to use Blackwood. The application to use this land was refused because of nesting birds. Further correspondence giving evidence of running similar events on this land at similar dates, this correspondence was also forwarded to David Willoughby at Rugby, to date no reply has been received from either source. At the South eastern Centre AGM. Alan Clarke was asked to speak to Mr Willoughby when he attended the meeting at Rugby.  

Correspondence. Jon Chairman had received correspondence from Roger Brown re proposed alterations to the way Centres and Combine are to be funded. Further details are awaited.

Electronic Timing.  That  the Combine was in possession of a system that had been used at several events with minor hiccup where the users were expecting the system to perform functions that had not been required in the Combines requested system 

The Combine Committee with the exception of one club That the Electronic Timing will be used at All Enduro’s and Hare & Hounds Events.

Jon will submit a working document to the Treasurer of the S.E. Centre to obtain a loan to allow Combine to complete payment to John Webster. The Committee discussed several ways in which the Combine could recover the money to repay the loan. Jon stated that he would produce a document which he would submit, also a copy to committee members.
