MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON TUESDAY12th October 2010 

Meeting opened at 8.30pm at Tattenham Corner Public House Epsom, near racecourse

APOLOGIES for ABSENCE. There were no apologise received.

Minutes. Minutes of last months meeting, which had been previously circulated, were agreed. 
Matters Arising & Any Other Business. Apologies to Hazel Collins for linking Ray Kennard’s name to Kingston, when it should have read Croydon.

There is still no list of equipment belonging to the Enduro Combine in the care of Colin Boniface.

There appeared to be problems with riders’ times not getting recorded at Sidcup & Normandy events.  There has been some video film taken of the riders going through and flashing the wristband in front of the reader, but not ensuring that the equipment has registered them.

It must be impressed on riders that the round disc in the wrist strap must be presented to the reader. 

An Instant was observed of a rider fishing in a bum bag whist riding towards the control, to find the wrist band, when found waving it in front of the reader and riding off not ensuring it had registered.

No fault with the equipment. Bad presentation by the rider.

See Enduro Regulations Section 3 (3.0) transponders   

There was general discussion by the Committee regarding the Timing equipment, that it should have a designated layout which would arranged at each event in the same manner so that riders would become familiar with this and (find their way to registering their arrival time without assistance) record their passage correctly.

Also discussed, the layout of regulations, which would be universal to South Eastern Enduro Combine Clubs. A copy of these will be laminated and sent to each Club the front cover/page of the regulations will be at the Organising clubs wishes.

Yellow Flag, there has been some problems. Riders waiting at the flags, for their minute. Riders coming through,, and causing a hold up then overwhelm them.

It was suggested that Clerk of the Course could allow a longer interval between classes, which would help to eliminate this problem. Local conditions on most of the areas of land used by Combine clubs do not have the space to allow wider paths of passage so higher class riders will always have other riders in front of them to overtake.

The Yellow Flags should be placed so that the riders can see the official time but leave area free for riders passing through the timing equipment.

TREASURERS REPORT. Peter reported that balance at bank October 1st 2010 was £2289.93p. There had been No Transactions during this period .

P.R.O.REPORT Alan reported that the web site was fully up to date. Evnts and results were being sent to him and he was able to publish them

The Forum was now operative and riders were using it to bring items to notice, Alan would appreciate clubs adding to and responding to some of the items.

FOREST LIAISON Correspondence with Forestry re the Countryside Rights of Way Act

Apparently The ACU National Agreement is being processed, and will be renewed shortly It would appear that there has been no consultation with any Centre or Clubs that use Forestry Land

As a part of this review the South East England forest District have noticed that all other forest districts in the country apply for “CROW” Countryside Rights of Way closure, for all motor sport events. This means that all motor sport events, which take place on CROW, dedicated forest in the South East Forest District. The Forestry will apply for the closure for which the organising Club will be asked to pay a fee of £111.00 this will be added to the permit fee.

In essence this means that NO OTHER PERSONS are allowed on the land whilst the club has a permit. 

The matter was raised that this would alienate the local users more against motor sport more than ever, it was thought that the status quo would remain, provided that other users did not interfere with Club events.
