Croydon: the sad news of the death of Ray Kennard, a friend and very active supporter of Kingston Enduro riders and the SEEC. Sidcup: Propose to run National H&H in June or July and Timecard Enduro in September on dates to avoid clashes with other events. Enduro on 19th September has 140 entries.
